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Abstract: Community education for the elderly is the embodiment of the form of education within the space range of community starting from time do—
main. Through literature search and comparative analysis of time and space, it is found that the international community elderly education research is large—
ly based on the empirical operation, and mainly explores issues such as operation management service, demand and effect feedback issues of the communi—
ty education for the elderly. The research also takes into consideration of learning group and collaborative service pattern. Domestic research on the opera—
tion of community education for the elderly is limited by actual development, so there are relatively few researches on the practice of multiple group cooper—
ative running. There is still a lack of research on the construction of the operation mechanism of multiple groups, and research on the coordinated develop—
ment is inadequate. Therefore, the paper puts forward the research gap and prospect. First, the research on the operating group of community education for
the elderly is relatively scarce, so such research should be strengthened; Second, the overall mechanism of the elderly education in the community re—
ceives little attention, so study of real collaborative mechanism should be conducted; And finally, excessive amount of attention has been paid to the man—
agement attribute of community education for the elderly, so more attention should be paid to the group of elderly learners.
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
