Reviving rural communities: the case of the One-Village—One-University—

Student Initiative

The One-Village—One-University—Student Initiative was launched by the Open University of China
(OUC) in 2004 as a pilot distance education program to help rural residents grasp the knowledge and
skills needed to revive local communities. This initiative has been in implementation for 14 years, not only
achieving its intended objectives to cultivate rural talents and promote the socio—economic development
of the Chinese rural areas but also presenting to the world the Chinese experience in catering for the
learning needs of its rural population. It is argued that interpreting and reflecting on lessons learnt from
this practice may enable better implementation of the initiative with increased efficiency and effectiveness.

Research on the relationship between individual social network status and
corresponding concept network characteristics in connective learning: a partial

analysis of interaction in a cMOOC

Connectivism assumes that there is an interplay between social network and concept network. The
process of interaction is not only the basis on which social network develops, but also the process where—
by concepts are contextualized and new concepts are generated. However, some issues remain to be
explored. Our research team designed the first cMOOC in China in 2018. Using social network analysis
and LDA topic clustering model to analyze the interaction data of this cMOOC, this study defines the
characteristics of concept network from three dimensions. Findings from the study show that: (1) relative
in—degree, relative out—degree, betweenness centrality, and eigenvector centrality can better reflect the
individual's contribution to concept quantity and concept heat; (2) k—shell can better reflect the average
level of individual cognitive engagement during interaction; and (3) the characteristic level of concept
network of opinion leader in social network tends to be higher. Characteristics of individual concept net—
work are evaluated from three aspects and indexes of individual status reflecting different dimensions of
concept network characteristics are identified, proving the theoretical assumption that social network and
concept network can affect each other from the perspective of static network, and enabling the application
of individual status indexes of social network to the evaluation of concept network in connective learning.

Using narrative games to enhance smart learning: game development and

Core to smart education is the provision of personalized learner support by analyzing and making
sense of student information. Hence, adaptive games will be one of the important resources for smart edu—
cation. This study assumes that contextualized narrative games which can keep track of learner knowledge
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
